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Introduction 
Lately, around the globe,  election after election has shown us that, as predicted, 
misinformation, including climate disinformation,  is more commonplace during elections, 
threatening democracy. Whether it’s outright climate denial or misinformation about 
solutions, right-wing and far-right parties increasingly use the climate as a wedge issue.  

This year, Canada was not immune to such developments. Throughout April 2025, a small 
group of highly networked and highly opaque online actors – many with financial and 
other ties to the fossil fuel industry, conspired to push false narratives about climate 
change; in particular focusing on unsubstantiated claims that the incumbent 
government’s planned climate policy will wreak havoc on Canada’s economy and even 
democracy. 

We found this network using increasingly familiar tactics, including utilising a 
transnational right-wing network of online actors - as many in the United States as in 
Canada - including politicians, media and self-styled commentators or influencers. We 
also found probable use of a bot network; and even claims of a stolen election, echoing 
claims that led to the storming of the US Capitol in January 2021.  

All the while, accountability and transparency from large online platforms and media, if 
anything, is sliding backwards. Canadian policy makers need to protect Canada’s 
information sovereignty by enacting strong laws to reduce disinformation and 
greenwashing, and avoid a future election where such disinformation is even more 
prominent, and even more believed.  
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Report Summary  

This report covers climate mis- and disinformation narratives that CAAD uncovered while 
monitoring major social media platforms and online news for climate disinformation 
during the 2025 Canadian election.  

Below is a summary of our findings:  

●​ Although our monitoring was politically agnostic, all of the narratives we found in 
the climate disinformation space came overwhelmingly from right-wing actors. 
This is an increasingly common phenomenon and follows a long history of 
right-wing activity spreading climate denial and disinformation.  

●​ Mark Carney signed a directive ending the consumer carbon tax on his first day as 
the new Prime Minister of Canada, ahead of the election period – thwarting a 
previous label from right-wing voices of “Carbon Tax Carney”. Without this go-to 
nickname, right-wing voices pivoted to labelling Carney a “climate zealot,” 
claiming that, if elected, he would become a “Net Zero Madman,” pushing his 
radical green agenda regardless of economic consequence. 

●​ Right-wing voices focused their final weeks attacking Carney’s character and 
claiming his net zero ‘agenda’ had little to do with helping save the planet, and 
everything to do with lining his pockets. Leaked audio clips were used to imply that 
Carney admitted to pushing for green initiatives just because they benefit his 
former firm Brookfield.  

●​ American influence also emerged with MAGA (Make America Great Again) 
supporters cheering on US President Trump’s tariffs aimed at Canada and mocking 
Carney for continuing to believe in the ‘green agenda scam’. Laura Loomer and 
Tucker Carlson hosted anti-climate Canadians on their respective podcasts. 
Meanwhile, Elon Musk’s X platform allowed a bot farm to escalate a viral trend “DO 
NOT ELECT MARK CARNEY,” by sharing a “whistleblower” YouTube video from a 
right-wing channel attacking Carney’s net zero plan.  
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●​ General post-election reactions have been typical for the transnational right, 
although new to Canada. For the first time, right-wing voices in Canada borrowed 
the playbook from MAGA, pushing election fraud claims. Meanwhile,  others in the 
typical climate disinformation network in Canada continue to falsely warn the 
country that Carney has pledged to put climate change at the center of economic 
decisions.  

 

Volume Over Time Analysis 

This chart, taken from the Brandwatch social media monitoring tool, shows the general 
level of conversations within the climate disinformation space that was specific to the 
Canadian election.1 While not a perfect measurement, as Brandwatch reports 
disproportionately from X and online news, it does give a sense of where online 
conversation was largest, spikes in engagement, and the overall volume of mentions.

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We also utilized Brandwatch for a geographical breakdown of the above mentions. As you 
can see, the United States was not far off from Canada in terms of who was driving 
conversation. This is not entirely surprising given the large number of MAGA champions 
who endorsed the anti-climate Conservative leader Pierre Poilievre, especially on the 
platform X, which Brandwatch draws heavily from.

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Narrative Analysis 

“Carbon Tax Carney” is Rebranded as Net Zero Madman 
Mark Carney signed a Prime Ministerial directive ending the consumer carbon tax on his 
first day as the new PM, ahead of the Canadian election period – effectively defanging  
the “Carbon Tax Carney” narratives pushed by right-wing politicians like Pierre Poliviere. 
Without their go-to nickname, right-wing voices pivoted to labelling Carney a “climate 
zealot,” claiming if elected he would become a “Net Zero Madman,” pushing a radical 
green agenda regardless of economic consequence. 

In the beginning of April, The Western Standard penned an opinion piece that claimed to 
offer “a glimpse of Canada’s future if Mark Carney wins Election 2025.” Tony Bernardo, the 
Executive Director of the Canadian Shooting Sports Association (CSSA) wrote on the 
“nightmare world” that Carney wants for Canada, focusing on not just gun bans, but also 
climate change initiatives.2  

Bernardo argued that the Prime Minister is “as climate crazy as [former Environment 
Minister Steven] Guilbeault.” On social media, the article was shared with one poster 
labelling Carney a “net zero madman.” Bernardo wasn’t the only one pushing this 
narrative against the Liberal candidate. @CBCWatcher posted a clip of Carney saying he 
is " relentlessly, ruthlessly, absolutely focused on that transition to net zero." YouTuber Mark 
Nixon, posted that a vote for Carney will mean an end to gas-powered vehicles and the 
“climate cult is going FULL STEAM AHEAD.” 

 

2  The gun lobby in Canada is furious with the Liberals for introducing further restrictions on 
handguns and assault-style firearms. The CSSA’s post-election blog doesn’t mention 
climate once - but it repeatedly mentions the Liberals’ restrictions on various firearms. 
Another gun lobby group, the Canadian Coalition on Firearms Rights, spent over $161,000 
in the federal election, primarily on advertising. 
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Right-wing voices also suggested that Carney is ‘Trudeau 2.0’ or worse– as some 
suggested he was the one behind the scenes advising his predecessor and orchestrating 
climate policy. (This narrative began in January and continued through the election cycle. 
For a while the Conservatives ran a website, JustlikeJustin.ca., in which the latest recorded 
version featured on the front page “Carbon Tax Carney” and “Carbon Tax [former deputy 
PM] Chrystia [Freeland]”) Right-wing voices pushed the narrative that electing the Liberal 
leader would result in a continuation of green policies that will bankrupt the nation and 
bolster Canada’s dependence on foreign countries, namely the United States. 

Examples of this narrative: 

●​ Carney boasts about his  "ruthless, relentless net zero policy" and is a “rabid 
advocate for Net Zero.” 

●​ Carney will reinstate the Carbon Tax if he wins the election. 

●​ Carney will pursue Net Zero, no matter the cost to the taxpayers. As a banker he 
should understand affordability, but either isn’t as smart as he lets on, or doesn’t 
care. This is also echoed in criticisms that Carney has vowed not to open pipelines, 
and will not prioritize that during his term. 

●​ Carney’s calls for building a new Canadian economy should scare voters, as it 
echoes conspiracy theory “The Great Reset” (“This NetZero WEF madman is 
dangerous”). This mirrors language that claims Carney is a “globalist” and "elitist" 
and beholden to the U.N. and WEF.  

●​ Besides being unpopular and unaffordable, net zero policies have not proven to 
lower Canada’s carbon footprint, and “green” business transition is not only going 
to bankrupt the nation, but has already bankrupted themselves. One user posted a 
video seemingly of an EV plant that has gone under.  

As right-wing voices attempted to scare voters into believing that climate policies are, 
and will continue to destroy the country, this overarching narrative had the largest in 
volume, engagement, and spread. With Conservatives running on a platform of energy 
independence, bringing back and reopening pipelines, and a “Canada first” mentality, this 
narrative fits perfectly with the idea that Liberals are pushing toward net zero without 
considering the cost and burden it lays on the everyday taxpayer. 
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A note on “Canada First” and election slogans 
The Conservatives’  tagline was not a large differentiator this election cycle. The 
Liberals’ slogan “Canada Strong” and its commercial featuring beloved Canadian 
comedian Mike Myers, who revived the hockey-based call to action “Elbows Up” 
also leaned heavily into Canadian sovereignty. Although the Conservatives 
introduced their “Canada First” slogan early in the election cycle, much of Poilievre’s 
statements to the press in the first two weeks focused on domestic issues (eg 
emissions cap, crime, and various taxes, while Polievre continued to echo Trump’s 
language, prompting a prominent provincial Conservative to strongly criticize the 
campaign. 

It’s also worth noting that the Conservatives’ slogan “Canada First” has roots in the 
white nationalist movement in Canada, and some believed it served as a 
dogwhistle to the far right movement in Canada. Poilievre, arguing that Canada 
must celebrate John A Macdonald - who presided over residential schools - did not 
distance the Conservatives from the far right movement.  

.  
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Global Elitist and Climate Change Grifter  
While the previous narrative dominated conversation leading up to election day, crossing 
into other English speaking countries, another tactic emerged as the leading attack 
among far-right politicians and climate deniers. 

Carney spent over four years as vice chair, and then chair, at Brookfield Asset 
Management, where he focused on green investing and renewable energy. During the 
election right-wing voices claimed those investments are what will drive him to enact new 
legislation into his green agenda. There were also reports that Carney has helped the firm 
avoid taxes. While the details are disputed, right-wing voices framed this as Carney being 
eager to ‘tax’ Canadians for ‘frivolous’ climate change initiatives, but avoid paying his fair 
share. At a moment when costs of living concerns are top of mind for many Canadians, 
this allegation was  significant - especially as it spread into mainstream media.  
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Stories on whether or not Mark Carney had a conflict of interest appeared throughout the 
campaign cycle.3  

Across social media, we saw right-wing voices heavily focused on attacking Carney’s 
reputation of being an economic leader and strong advisor– utilizing this narrative that he 
is scamming the country into believing he cares about climate change while lining his 
pockets with green investments.  

On April 22nd, Dan Mazier, MP and former president of Keystone Agricultural Producers, 
shared a “leaked” audio clip of Mark Carney in which he claims the Prime Minister admits 
that major institutions—such as Carney’s firm, Brookfield—are advancing ‘radical net zero 
policies’ not to combat climate change, but rather “to make a lot of money off of this.” 

Mazier, a long-time critic of the Liberal government’s climate agenda—including the 
carbon tax and environmental regulations affecting farmers, ranchers, and 
landowners—now serves as the Deputy Shadow Minister for Environment and Climate 
Change. Across his social media platforms, Mazier repeatedly asserted that Mark Carney 
“will not put Canada first,” drawing direct comparisons between Carney and Trudeau, 
while warning of the fiscal consequences of another Liberal term. 

The audio clip quickly gained traction, especially among right-wing circles online. Shared 
by another politician with the hashtag #EarthDay, it fuelled a growing narrative that 
brands Carney as a “climate grifter.” This line of attack allows conservative figures like 
Mazier to undermine Carney’s credibility on environmental issues without having to deny 
the existence of climate change or put forward their own, scientifically credible solutions 
to the climate crisis—positioning Carney’s net zero plans not as environmental solutions, 
but as profit-driven schemes tied to green industry interests. 

The other sentiment we continued to see was that the Liberal PM is pushing climate 
policies, such as a new proposal that would create higher taxes on flying, while not truly 
“walking the walk,” as you say. This standard ‘hypocrite’ argument has been used by

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climate disinformers for years– attacking private jets and super yachts owned by 
celebrities and climate advocates. 
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Transnational Influence 

US Trump Supporters Voice Their Opinion 
Right-wing voices in America were certainly paying attention to this election, as Donald 
Trump’s tariff war became a key piece in shifting the momentum toward the Liberal party. 
While Trump’s administration rolls back climate action and DEI policies in The United 
States, right-wing voices hoped Canada would make a similar choice and elect 
Conservative leadership promising to cancel net zero plans and so-called ‘woke’ ideology. 
A prominent list of MAGA champions endorsed Poilievre. 

MAGA accounts took offense to Mark Carney’s belief that Trump’s tariffs would lead to an 
American recession and that Canada would take the lead if Trump continued to enact 
this war. They posted mocking videos of Canada’s army and even went so low as to post 
a doctored photo of Carney’s wife with the caption, “Why does Mark Carney’s ‘wife’…look 
like his evil twin brother?” 

Laura Loomer hosted Canadian “investigative” journalist Sam Cooper on her podcast 
discussing foreign election interference. This interview was early in April and quickly fizzled 
as many Canadians mocked Loomer and quickly discredited Cooper. Several accounts 
posted footage of Senator John Kennedy arguing for Carney to remove Canadian tariffs in 
order to fairly allow businesses in both countries to compete. Right-wing actors praised 
Kennedy’s speech for “calling out” PM Carney.  

Shark Tank’s Kevin O’Leary posted his repeated thoughts on the election, namely his 
position on the current tariff war. He ended one post claiming, “Carney's trying to use this 
whole Trump issue as a fulcrum to try and distract Canadians away from the facts that he 
wiped out the country.” He also claimed Carney’s previous employer vouched for his poor 
performance. Low-tier right-wing digital media outlets (which serve to amplify other 
right-wing content, very rarely running original content) ran articles praising O’Leary’s 
defense of Trump’s tariffs and his mention on CNN of Kennedy’s call for zero tariffs. O’Leary 
- a Canadian - appeared on US outlets, claiming Canadians would like to join the US as 
the 51st state. 
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US Podcasts and YouTube 
Podcasts began to take a larger role this election cycle, as right-wing commentators used 
their digital platforms to host interviews and share warnings and outright disinformation. 

Serial climate misinformer Jordan Peterson posted a video, which has over 5.6 million 
views on YouTube, of his very friendly interview with Poilievre in early January. In mid-April, 
Peterson posted a video criticizing Carney as ‘no saviour of Canada,’ taking aim at 
Carney’s record as the head of the Bank of England and claiming that Poillevre was not 
just like Trump. The video garnered 373,000 views on Facebook, plus 202,175 views on 
YouTube.   

Maxime Bernier, founder and leader of the People's Party of Canada (PPC), sat down with 
American “journalist” Tucker Carlson on his show Tucker on X. The interview was captioned 
by the ex-Fox News host, “It’s hard to overstate how dystopian and threatening Canada 
has become. An update from longtime Canadian government official Maxime Bernier.” 
One segment of the interview (around the 20 min mark) was titled: The Canadian 
Government’s Ridiculous Climate Change Agenda. The video amassed 3.5 million views, 
over 7,000 shares, 9,000 likes, and 2,800 comments. Carlson also posted the interview to 
his YouTube channel, garnering roughly 300,000 views and eliciting over 5,000 comments. 
Bernier also shared the interview on his own X page, promising it would be more 
interesting than the Leaders’ debate – leaving some to comment that he should consider 
working with conservatives instead of potentially “spoiling the vote”. Other supporters 
boasted that the millions of views this video is receiving will certainly outnumber the 
debate’s viewership.  

“Leading voice” in the conspiracy propaganda movement James Lindsey spread his own 
views about the election on his newest podcast, New Discourses, where he claims, 
“Canada is in a lot of trouble.” 
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Join him to learn how deeply infected the Canadian Liberal Party is, and 
has been for fifty years, with bad Communistic ideas like “degrowth,” 
“sustainable development,” “inclusion,” “Net Zero,” and the “well-being 
economy.”​
 

And MAGA activist @miguelifornia, who is part of the “Dilley Meme Team,” posted a clip 
from The Dilley Show, a right-wing political podcast hosted by Brendon Dilley. The clip 
warns Canadians that their politicians have “sold you out.” 

MAGA champion Ben Shapiro, who has over 7 million subscribers on YouTube posted a 
9-minute video called “Pierre Poilievre is for the People”, and two days after Canada’s 
election, posted a video expressing disappointment over Carney’s win as Carney is “a 
globalist, a net zero guy” (90,000 views on Facebook and 153,217 views on YouTube.  
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Influence from the UK 
UK actors were also relatively active during the election targeting Carney and his “net zero 
obsession,” including from former PM Liz Truss quoted in a shared video to X,  saying the 
elite, like Mark Carney, are the ones crafting plans and developing economic systems that 
benefit each other.  

"I mean, who's been making money out of Net Zero?" It's people like 
Mark Carney who was governor of the Bank of England, World 
Economic Forum favourite, is now the Prime Minister of Canada"​
 

In a later section we cover some UK influence in pushing falsehoods spread about 
Canada’s “stolen election” echoing narratives that led to 2021’s storming of the US Capitol.

Bot Activity Discovered on X 

A YouTube video was heavily circulated on X from a channel called Northern Perspective. 
This channel releases “whistleblower” videos almost daily, and hosts livestream events. 
The video in question is an interview with an investment banker attacking Liberal 
candidate Mark Carney, his firm Brookfield, and the net zero agenda he will use to 
monetise said firm.  

Canadian accounts began to notice on April 8th that “DO NOT ELECT MARK CARNEY” was 
trending on the social media platform and began to call out/ suspect bot farms. One user 
claimed Musk was involved in allowing his bots to interfere in the Canadian election by 
spreading misinformation and boosting right-wing YouTube channels. While plenty of real 
accounts shared the YouTube video, we found over 600 accounts posted it, with nearly 
400 of those that had no caption other than the title: Whistleblower: DO NOT ELECT MARK 
CARNEY! Investment Banker's WARNING If Liberals Win The Election.  

YouTube seems to play a big part in why these bot accounts were created. Nearly all of 
these accounts didn’t just rapidly share this video– they seemed to only share YouTube 
content. We found most of these accounts shared the same YouTube anti-Carney, 
anti-Trudeau, pro-Poilievre content. (With the occasional U.S. pro-Trump, anti-Democrat 
content as well). There were at least 5 other videos strikingly similar to this “whistleblower” 
interview shared amongst many of these potential bot accounts. Most of the videos 
originally came from the same sources: Northern Perspective, The Moose on the Loose, 
and Rebel News.  

Some examples: 

●​ Rebel News: Carney's debate commissioner fails to censor Rebel News 

●​ Northern Perspective: Secret CSIS Document PROVES Liberals KNEW China Would 
Interfere AND HOW! - Then THEY JOINED IN! 

●​ Moose on the Loose: RCMP Whistleblowers Name 9 TRAITORS in Mark Carney's 
Liberal Government 
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A note on Rebel News: 
This website calls itself as a “trusted source for global news and information you 
won’t see anywhere else”. In actuality, Rebel News is a right-wing outlet whose 
founder has multiple ties to fossil fuel money and is one of Canada’s “most 
internationally recognized far right voices” championing Conservatives, constantly 
criticizing Liberals and Liberal-led policies, calling for Doge-style cuts in Canada, 
criticizing climate legislation, pushing oil and gas expansion as well as echoing 
MAGA anti-trans rights, anti-immigration, anti-’woke ideology’ lines. This election 
cycle Rebel News gained press accreditation to the Leaders’ debate. After Elections 
Canada learned Rebel News was registered as a third-party advertiser, it cancelled 
a post-debate media scrum. In addition to Rebel News spending over $30,000 on 
partisan ads, the website’s founder Ezra Levant launched a second third party 
campaign, called For Canada whose purpose was “to aggressively oppose Mark 
Carney in the upcoming April 28 election.” For Canada spent over $84,000 on 
partisan ads.  

The bot activity was part of a larger narrative throughout the election cycle about 
the strong potential for disinformation and interference. In January, the 
Commissioner of an inquiry on foreign interference in Canadian affairs said, 
“information manipulation (whether foreign or not) poses the single biggest risk to 
our democracy.” A poll conducted immediately following the election found more 
than three quarters of Canadians believe disinformation impacted the election 
outcome. Disinformation during the election included a surge of AI-generated ads 
claiming to be from Canadian media outlets. 

 

Reactions to Carney’s Victory 
Since Carney’s victory, right-wing voices have been mostly quiet on climate 
disinformation, rehashing many of the narratives recorded. However, in a first for Canada, 
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there have been multiple instances in some fringe spaces of “fake votes” and “stolen 
election” narratives. In the mainstream press though, Conservatives cheered the strong 
popular vote for the party and the growing youth vote.  

No one was more vocal than UK-based Jim Ferguson, who posted, calling Carney “the 
most dangerous man in Canada.” In the aftermath of the election, he was one of the top 
spreaders of the “election stealing” conspiracy theory. At 11am on April 28th, he posted: 🚨 
BREAKING: CANADIAN ELECTION COMPROMISED? 🚨His post included a video he claims 
shows a Canadian citizen catching poll workers bringing boxes of unsealed ballots home 
— “completely unsecured, completely illegal.” This video claims to have millions of views 
on X, while a corresponding matching video found on YouTube had almost no 
engagement. Shares of the video dropped quickly by the next day as well. 

Conspiracists argued that mail-in ballots needed to be audited, with Julian Assange 
posting, “7.3 million Canadians voted by mail, not in person, the Auditor Generals reported 
over five million fake social insurance numbers in Canada, which is all you need for a 
mail-in ballot.” 
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​

Beyond the conspiracies that this election must have been stolen, post-election, 
right-wing voices simply continued to voice their dire warnings about Mark Carney’s net 
zero agenda. Wide Awake Media reshared the “leaked audio” clip from the 22nd, where 
they claim Carney admitted his net zero agenda is about making "a lot of money", not 
"saving the planet". 

Carney called for unifying the country, but right-wing voices claim he also pledges that 
“climate change will now guide every financial decision in Canada.” Alberta Premier 
Danielle Smith expressed disappointment in his victory, claiming that she hopes to 
negotiate with the PM as she warned Canadians that he is too focused on net zero 
initiatives. 
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“A large majority of Albertans are deeply frustrated that the same 
government that overtly attacked our provincial economy almost 
unabated for the past 10 years has been returned to government,” 
Smith posted to social media, following a post-election blackout.​
 

In the week after the election, Smith held a livestream to say she would hold a referendum 
next year on if Alberta should separate from Canada, The Calgary Herald posted a poll 
that a majority of Albertans want Smith to look into how Alberta could exit Canada. But 
fanning the flames on separation is rooted in a strategy to push oil and gas expansion in 
Alberta. 

Jim Ferguson involved himself in this conversation too, arguing that “Alberta is ready to 
break.” And others praised Smith for not backing down, and standing up against net zero. 
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Policy Conclusions 

This research shows what previous studies of Canadian climate disinformation have also 
shown: a small group of highly networked and highly opaque online actors–many directly 
financed by fossil fuel companies– have conspired to push false narratives about climate 
change.  

To preserve the integrity of its information ecosystem from the foreign interference from 
American radicals, Russian bot farms, or from paid propaganda by the fossil fuel industry 
who has practiced this disinformation for more than 50 years, Canadian policy makers 
need to enact strong laws to reduce disinformation and greenwashing and empower the 
people of Canada, including: 
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a.​ Acknowledging fossil fuel industry-backed climate disinformation as a 
major threat damaging the information ecosystem, hindering climate 
action and policy, risking public safety and health, the global economy, and 
further widening societal and political divides.  

b.​ Preventing greenwashing in advertisements through enforcing Canada’s 
recently revised Competition Act, which requires businesses to substantiate 
environmental claims.  

c.​ Adopting a scientific and robust definition of climate disinformation,in line 
with the United Nations and UNESCO’s Global Initiative for Information 
Integrity. 

d.​ Denouncing the monetization of climate disinformation, to discourage  tech 
companies and climate-denying content creators from profiting or 
amplifying such content, weakening the financial incentive for disinformer 
networks.  

e.​ Requiring that large online platforms produce and resource transparent 
plans to mitigate climate disinformation, including these elements: 

i.​ Community content standards with accompanying monitoring and 
evaluation indicators. 

ii.​ An enforcement mechanism for violation of these standards, 
including downranking. 

iii.​ A plan to monitor and respond in all languages in which the 
company hosts content. 

iv.​ An up-to-date, publicly accessible, and functional ad library that 
captures all paid ads, including political and issue-based ads.  

v.​ An explanation of any fact-checking processes. 

vi.​ A user-support system for flagging content that violates community 
content standards 
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vii.​ A commitment to a transparent dispute resolution mechanism to 
respond to users, and 

viii.​ Strong labor standards for content moderation work. 

 

f.​ Requiring reporting from large online platforms on the prevalence of 
climate disinformation, including (but not limited to) coordinated 
information operations, including those orchestrated by or affiliated with 
the fossil fuel lobby; fossil-fuel backed media outlets, and state-sponsored 
influence efforts.

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Methodology 

Research for this specific report included live monitoring over the last month of the 
election, but also research dating back to Trudeau’s resignation and Mark Carney’s 
succession as Prime Minister. 

We utilised our database of known disinformation sites and actors, as well as an open 
search of climate keywords geolocated to Canada on Brandwatch to gauge climate 
disinformation narratives, monitor where trends occurred, who the top disinformers were 
and where they coordinated. 

Finally, we used the Brandwatch tool to pull volume numbers, highest engagement, and 
metric analysis. We also pulled content from our most engaged users, particularly from 
X/Twitter, to help gauge conversation, disinformation spread, and top disinformers.  

Combining these lists and tools our human analyst, with expertise in the geography of 
their region of study, was able to determine key narratives, voices, and trends. 

The keywords list used for Brandwatch was a large Boolean search for general climate 
disinformation that we then geotargeted for Canada, as follows:
